PREPARING YOUR DISPLAY

1. Be sure that the display you are planning for the fair follows the display regulations, as per the enclosed "Dis-
play and Safety RewieForm."

2. Bring a 9-foot grounded extension cord if your project requires electri@ty will have ONE outlet aailable
for your use, PRVIDING YOU HAVE NOTIFIED US ON YOUR ENTR FORM. (If you didn’t, and need
power call Ken Lyons or Ulrile Schroeter right way.)

3. Your exhibit should not display your age, school, or grade during jud@iegdso prohibit display or discus-
sion of avards previously receed while judging is in progress.f your form 1C isrequired, you must
bring a copy to display, taped to the front of thetable or in a standup frame. Also: Take note of the previ-
ously announced requirement for a 4"x6" blank space in the upper left corner of the center panel of your dis-
play board.

4. Along with your project, you must bring copies of all your ISEF forms, asegapby aur SRC. Except for
the 1C, which is to be displayed on the table front if it is required, these may be kept with the project in a
folder or notebook\ailable to the judges.

If somebody else brings your project for setup on Fridake sure that thg haveall of your paperwork.
5. Make aire you hae filled out the Supplemental Registration Form on the website.

ON THE DAY OF THE FAIR:

1. Report to the registration desk in the gymnasium (Collegauk® Gym) when you axe an Friday. See the maps page for parking
instructions.

2. After you hae checked in, set up your project, and/dan NJRSF official revies your display and fill out the "Safety Certification
Sheet" (sample on the websit&jour project and display MUST be apped by the Safety and Scientific ReweCommittees before

your entry is complete.

3. Make careful note of the times (see Schedule) when you must be at your project for jud@idgCANNOT BE ELIGIBLE FOR
AWARDS IF YOU ARE UNAVA ILABLE DURING JUDGING. (Those students whovareligious restrictions which pvent Saturday
participation should arrange advance for Friday judging intervie's.) Onlystudents and judges will be allowed in the display area dur-
ing judging.

4. The final judging for the individual ISEF tripvards will take pace at the Finalist Symposium on Saturdaie finalists will be
announced at the beginning of the lunch break Saturithyndividual students should be prepared towdela 12-minute oral discussion
of their project, (10 minutes presentation, 2 minutes for questi@es)additional instructions, on the website. The audience will

include judges, other students, parents, and the public. The 12-minute limit will be strictly enforced, so timed rehearsals are recom-
mended.
